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Publishing Procedure

Original Papers and Reviews are only electronically submitted to the Editorial Board at medlawlab.auth@gmail.com. 
They are then forwarded, without the author's name, to an interdisciplinary team of three reviewers, selected in relevance to the subject, either by the members of the Scientific Committee or by external experts.

The reviewers evaluate the work and submit observations, which the Editorial Committee communicates to the authors for consideration and submission of the final text. Any work that receives final approval by the reviewers is published in the journal, under the responsibility of the Editorial Board.

It is noted that the views expressed in the papers and reviews belong only to the authors.

Instructions for the authors

Original Papers and Reviews are submitted exclusively online to the Editorial Board at medlawlab.auth@gmail.com. 
Submissions should be in a Microsoft Word file, in the Calibri font for all of the text, with grammar size 12 and 1.15 line spacing for the main text and grammar size 10 and single line spacing for footnotes and references (and 0 distance from one paragraph to the next one) in full alignment.
Abstract
Each submitted work will be accompanied by a short, up to 300 words, Abstract in Greek and English.

At the same time, the submission of the work must be accompanied by certain keywords for its final classification.
Title

The title of each work should be as short as possible, in Greek and English, and should not exceed 170 characters (without spaces).
Main Text
The submitted Original Papers submitted should not exceed 7,000 words (footnotes and references included), while Reviews should not exceed 8,000 words (footnotes and references included).

Interested authors are kindly requested to take care of the internal structure and organization of their text, providing for subdivisions (eg Sections, Chapters, etc.). It is recommended, but not in a mandatory way, that the papers include: introduction, scientific data, ethical issues, legal issues and, finally, conclusions. In the main text there should be a recess in each new paragraph. 
The authors are kindly asked to take particularly under consideration the following guidelines:

BIBLIOGRAPHY GUIDELINES: References to the bibliography should be made with footnotes at the bottom of the page, rather than at the end of the paper. The form of the references should be as follows:

• The authors' names are listed in alphabetical order in Bold, with the initial of the first name being written before the last name, followed by a comma, the title of the book in italics and the time of its publication,

e.g. E. Spiliotopoulou, Manual of Administrative Law II, Ant. N. Sakkoulas, Athens-Komotini, 2006.
• When it comes to a work of two authors, the names are spaced with a /,

e.g. - E. Anastasiadis / K. Rokas
• When it is a contribution to a collective volume, the name of the author is followed by the title of the article in quotation marks, the title of the collective work in italics, the editions, the year of publication and the page.

e.g. El. Symeonidou-Kastanidou, "The Criminal Provisions for the Commercialization of Human Organs", in -depth in Deepening into Substantial Criminal Law, ed. Nomiki Vivliothiki, 2008, Athens, p. 739 et seq.

• When it is an article published in a journal, the name of the author is followed by the title in quotation marks, the abbreviation of the journal in italics, the year, the issue number and the page number.

e.g. E. Kounougeri-Manoledaki, "The Draft Law on Medical Assistance in Human Reproduction and the Response to the Reactions against it", ChrID, 2002, Vol. 2, p. 676 et seq.
• When it is an article published electronically, the name of the author is followed by the article title in quotation marks, the year, the exact URL and the date of access in parentheses

e.g. A. Manitakis, "Democracy", 2014, http://www.constitutionalism.gr/site/manitakis-dimokratia/ (accessed 17/1/2019).

• Greek bibliography is first cited and then the foreign one – if the bibliography is extensive, it is useful to be distinguished in Books, Articles, Jurisprudence etc, depending on the sources.
